Clerk Barbara Olson called the roll.

Trustee LaCure and Trustee Sharp questioned a proposed expenditure of
$2,000.00 for health insurance under Permanent Road Fund Expenditures.

In the absence of John Carlson, Highway Commissioner, Supervisor Jaeger
explained that the $2,000.00 was a prorated premium expense for Sheri
McMurray, who earns part of her salary working for the highway department
as secretary. The question of $8,624.04 under IMRF Expenditures was for
Sheri McMurray as prorated and for Mark Kennedy, road district employee.
Trustee LaCure asked that consideration be given for expanding health
insurance premiums to include family coverage. Trustee Wissing thought
health insurance might be more important than salary increases.
